*If you successfully complete marching band for three years, your ½ credit of physical education can be waived.

Dropping / Adding

Dropping / adding courses is allowed for one week at the beginning of each trimester.  Dropping / adding is with teacher / counselor / principal permission. 

Withdrawl from Courses

If a student must withdraw from a course after the drop/add period has ended and no alternate placement can be found, the must then accept a grade of NC or E depending upon the instructor’s judgment of their performance in the course and any mitigating circumstances.
Adequate Yearly Progress

Federal law requires that high school students demonstrate Adequate Yearly Progress in reading, writing, mathematics, and science.

In Michigan, AYP is measured by means of the Michigan Merit Examination (MME).  All eleventh grade students are required to take the MME. 

Repeating Courses

1. Courses may be repeated as indicated in course descriptions.

2. Students may repeat courses for credit under the following conditions:

a. Permission granted by the principal

b. The first time the course is taken it must be passed with a grade of “D” or below

c. The second time the course is taken it must be passed with a grade of “C” or higher

d. The “C” or higher grade is posted to the student’s transcript and credit is granted; the lower grade is changed to “CR” and credit is retained

Making Up A Credit Deficit

A student with a projected credit deficit may make up that deficit by earning a maximum two (2) credits each year by means of summer school, night school, virtual high school, and correspondence course.  The TCHS principal must approve in advance all such credits.  

Participation In Graduation Ceremonies

With the principal’s approval, a member of a graduating class may participate in TCHS graduation ceremonies by having earned enough credits that the student is within a ½ credit of the minimum required by the Friday preceding the graduation date. 

Foreign Exchange Students

Foreign exchange students are not eligible to receive a TCHS diploma.  Such students will receive a certificate of attendance.

Qualifying For Academic Honors

At graduation, to qualify for TCHS academic honors, a student must earn a cumulative GPA of a 3.0 or higher and have successfully completed the Michigan Merit Curriculum

Non-Accredited Programs

Tri County High School accepts credits transferred from state accredited high school programs or credits earned through instructional activities devised and conducted by state accredited teachers.  Such credits might be earned by means of traditional classroom instruction, instruction through the mail, or instruction by means of the Internet.  

Only grades awarded by accredited high schools are used to determine TCHS grade point average, National Honor Society eligibility, or class rank including valedictorian/salutatorian status.

 At the discretion of the principal, “home-school” instruction will be accepted for credit if learning activities are conducted by persons state certified.

Graduation of Students with Disabilities

In accordance with state and federal law, a TCHS student with a disability will receive support services designed to address her/his individual needs.  To the fullest extent possible, the student will participate in the general curriculum.

To receive a TCHS diploma, a special education student must fulfill the same minimum distribution requirements as regular education students.  To be counted toward fulfilling a minimum distribution requirement, a special education course must contain at least 60% of the material covered in the matching general education course. 

Should an IEP team determine that a student is not capable of fulfilling all requirements for graduation, the student may instead be awarded a certificate of completion.  A certificate of completion does not signify termination of the student’s eligibility for special education services.   

The duration of services may exceed the minimum eight (8) semesters required for a TCHS diploma.                                                                                                                                               

NCAA Division I Freshman Eligibility Standards

High school graduates who want to practice, compete, and receive athletic scholarships as freshman in NCAA Division I athletics must meet certain standards.  Among the standards are qualifying ACT or SAT scores and satisfactory performance in high school academic core courses.  Such students are responsible for making sure they fulfill all requirements while in high school.  A copy of NCAA Division I and II Freshman Eligibility Standards is available from the TCHS Athletic Director.

All students who want to participate in intercollegiate athletics must complete the NCAA Clearinghouse Form.  The Form is available through the TCHS Athletic Director.

All students who want to participate in intercollegiate (college) athletics must take the following high school courses:

1.  Four years of English

2.  Three years of mathematics Algebra I or higher level  

3.  Two years of natural or physical science (including one year of lab science) 

4. One extra year of English, mathematics, or natural/physical science

5. Two years of social science

6. Four years of extra courses from any category above or foreign language 


Testing Out
“The board of a school district shall grant high school credit in any course to a pupil enrolled in” (that) “high school, but who is not enrolled in the course, who has exhibited a reasonable level of mastery of the subject matter of the course by attaining a grade of not less than “C+” (or 78%) “in a final examination in the course, or, if there is not a final examination, by exhibiting that mastery through the basic assessment used in the course which may consist of a portfolio, performance, paper, project, or presentation.  For the purpose of earning credit under this section, any high school pupil may take the final examination in any course.  

Once credit is earned under this section, a pupil may not receive credit thereafter for a course lower in course sequence (easier) concerning the same subject area.”

Tri County High School implements this law by means of the following:

The student will take the trimester final examination or other mastery assessment when it is regularly scheduled at the high school.  In coming freshmen will take final examinations at the end of the eighth grade year.

The grade for a successful course-completion-by-examination will be “CR” (credit).  

All credit-by-examination tasks must be completed before the twelfth grade year.

The student must be of high school age.

Articulated Credits

Students may receive articulated credits for certain approved courses that can be taken through Tri County High School during their junior and senior years. Students enrolled in the approved courses must achieve a B or better in the course, and they must enroll in the college or university immediately after high school in order to meet time deadlines. Additional requirements specific to each college or university, a course submission form for graduates to submit to the college or university to verify the articulated credits, or a current listing of articulated courses, please contact the counseling department at the high school. See p. 29-32 for the articulation chart.
Academic Post Secondary Enrollment Options (Dual Enrollment)

A student in grade eleven or twelve who has taken all sections of the Michigan Merit Examination (MME) may take a college course in any subject area in which he/she has achieved qualifying scores.  

With permission of the principal, a student may take a college course in a subject area not offered on the MME. To be eligible to take non-MME courses, the student must earn a final grade of “B” or better in all high school subjects the prior semester.  Also, attendance and grade point average are considered.

Based on a formula supplied by the state, the school district will pay at least a portion of the tuition for a dual enrollment course.  Transportation, books and other fees are the responsibility of the student.  



The school district will pay for dual enrollment up to a maximum five (5) high school and college courses combined.






Sophomores who intend to dual enroll in eleventh grade must achieve the following scores on either of the below tests:

PLAN:  Math = 18, Science = 19, Reading = 17, English = 21

PSAT:  Math = 45, Reading = 44, Writing = 49

Depending on the policy of the post-secondary institution, the minimum grade required for taking the next college course in a sequence is “D-“.

TCHS is charged tuition for a dual enrollment course dropped by a student after the college drop deadline.  A student who drops a dual enrollment course after the college semester drop deadline will not be allowed to enroll in a TCHS course to substitute for the dual enrollment class.  If the dual enrollment course is failed, an “NC” (no credit) for it will be posted on the student’s TCHS transcript.  

*These rules may change as a result of action by the Michigan Legislature or the Tri County Schools Board of Education.

Career/Technical Preparation Post Secondary Enrollment Options

A student in grade eleven or twelve, may enroll in a course offered by Kent Career Technical Center or Newaygo County Career Technical Center.  If a student enrolls at a career center, they must schedule that class for all three trimesters.  They will be eligible to receive 4.5 credits per year at the career center.

Career-Technical 

Career-technical students are planning on occupations in business, fine arts, home economics, and industrial arts – technology.  Frequently, these students are preparing for post-secondary technical training.  Career-technical students are encouraged to consider the following course of study:

1.  In addition to required credits, the most difficult English, mathematics, and science courses in which      

     
     they can expect to be successful;

2.  TCHS elective courses related to career goals;

3.  Courses offered at KC/TC, NCC-TC, or similar career-technical institutions.

College Preparatory

Students planning on pursuing four-year college degree programs are encouraged to complete the following course of study:

1. A minimum four (4) credits English, including Composition and a literature course in 11th and 12th     

      grades;

2.  A minimum four (4) credits mathematics, including Algebra II;

3.  A minimum three (3) credits science, including Anatomy / Physiology, Chemistry, or Physics;

4.  A minimum two (2) years of the same foreign language;

5.  A minimum three (3.5) credits social studies, including Sociology / Psychology, or dual enrollment

Advanced Placement

Course:  AP classes

Credit: 1

Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendations, counselor permission, and qualifying scores on the PLAN, PSAT, or ACT 

Course Description:  The student will utilize Michigan Virtual High School to complete a full year of an Advanced Placement course and choose to take the AP test in May for possible college credit

Articulated Courses

Course: Articulated classes

Credit: 1

Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendations, counselor permission, and a “B” or better in the course
Course Description:  The student will complete all required content, follow specific requirements that pertain to that particular college or university, and be responsible to complete and submit the articulation form to the college to receive the credits earned.
Business Education 

Course:  Introduction to Computer Applications    

Credit:  ½  

Prerequisite:  Competency in Computer Literacy, or equivalent; required grade 9 

Course Description:  Introductory Computer Applications will build on the skills acquired in middle school computer literacy.  Keyboarding is reviewed.  Microsoft Word, Access, Excel, and PowerPoint are introduced.  Students will use the Internet for research purposes. This is the student’s online learning experience.
Course:  Computer Applications A and B    

Credit:  ½, ½, 

Prerequisite:  “C” or better in Introduction to Computer Applications 

Course Description:  Students build on the skills acquired in previous computer courses.  Using the Internet for research purposes is explored.  There will be extensive study of Microsoft Word, Excel, Access, and PowerPoint.  Using the Internet for research purposes is explored.  If time permits, projects using Microsoft Publisher are required. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Accounting A and B    

Credit:  ½, ½, 

Prerequisite:  Intro to Computers, Math II or Geometry
Course Description: This course is an introduction to accounting principles emphasizing the operation of a business as a sole proprietorship and covers the accounting cycle. The application of computer technology to the accounting processes is integrated into this course. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Website 

Credit:  ½, ½. ½ 

Prerequisite:  “B” or better in Computer Applications; permission of instructor

Course Description:  Macromedia Dreamweaver and Microsoft FrontPage are used to design and maintain Websites and Web pages.  Students are required to design and complete a Web site.  Students update and maintain the Tri County Area Schools website.

Course:  Introductory Media Productions 

Credit:  ½, ½, ½ 

Prerequisite:  Grade 10

Course Description:  The course includes Introduction to Design (1); Introduction to Video Production (2); Introduction to Photography (3).  For the Photography unit, students must supply their own 35mm camera and must cover some related expenses.  Introductory Design and Photography is required for students who plan to enroll in Yearbook.  Introductory video Productions and Photography is required for students who plan to enroll in Video Announcements.    

Course:  Media Productions Video Announcements A and B 

Credit:  ½, ½  

Prerequisite:  Grade 11, 12; successful completion of IMP Video Production and Photography; permission of instructor

Course Description:  Students study the procedures, equipment and techniques used for the production of video presentations.  Video students are responsible for broadcasting the high school daily announcements. 

This course may be repeated for credit with teacher permission
Course:  Advanced Video Announcements

Credit: ½

Perequisite:  Grade 11, 12; successful completion of Video Announcements A and B; permission of instructor

Course Description:  Students study the procedures, equipment and techniques used for the production of video presentations.  Video students are responsible for broadcasting the high school daily announcements.

This course may be repeated for credit with teacher permission

Course:  Media Productions Yearbook 

Credit:  ½, ½, ½  

Prerequisite:  Grade 11, 12; successful completion of IMP Design and Photography; permission of instructor

Course Description:  Students produce the high school yearbook.  Yearbook staff must master a computer program, write copy, assemble photographs and sell advertising.  Staff members must frequently work after school.  This course may be repeated for credit with teacher permission
Dual Enrollment

Course:  Dual Enrollment

Credit: 1.5

Prerequisite: Required level or achievement on ASSET, MME, PLAN, or PSAT and Principal approval 

Course Description:  Students are enrolled in a college class and receive high school credit towards graduation.  Students are required by state law to take a least one high school class while dual enrolled.

English 
Course:  English I A, B, & C  

Credit:  ½, ½, ½ 
Prerequisite:  Required grade 9

Course Description:  English I A contains units on The Odyssey, Romeo and Juliet and ACT grammar. Compare and contrast and narrative functions of the essay are practiced.  In English I B, students develop skills in paragraphing.  English I B contains units on Tuesdays with Morrie, ACT grammar, and writing as an MME unit of study. English 1 C contains and introduction to high school reading, To Kill a Mockingbird, ACT grammar, and reading as an MME unit of study. Successful completion of all three trimesters of English I are required for graduation.
Course:  American Literature A, B, and C
Credit:  ½, ½, ½ 
Prerequisite:  Required grade 10
Course Description:  Students will study human relationships through thematic exploration of the ideas of American writers.  Upon completion of the course, students will demonstrate competency in reading, persuasive writing, oral communication, and technology-based discussion.  Successful completion of all three trimesters of American Literature with an A- or better is the prerequisite for Honors Composition.
Course:  British Literature I / Gothic Literature 

Credit:  ½, ½ 

Prerequisite:  Grade 11, 12; successful completion of American Literature

Course Description:  British Literature I covers works authored in Great Britain, from Beowulf to Milton.  Completion of numerous written assignments is required.  In Gothic Literature, students read and discuss classic horror stories written by a variety of North American and European authors.  Completion of numerous written assignments is required.  

Course:  British Literature II / Science Fiction - Fantasy Literature

Credit:  ½, ½ 

Prerequisite:  Grade 11, 12; successful completion of American Literature
Course Description:  In British Literature II, students read and discuss literary works authored in Great Britain from the Restoration to the Twentieth Century.  Completion of numerous written assignments is required.  In Science Fiction – Fantasy, students read and discuss a variety of science fiction and fantasy novels.  The class is taught on the theme “The Unlikely Hero.”  Completion of numerous written assignments is required.    
Course:  Composition A and B 

Credit: ½, ½  

Prerequisite:  Required grade 11
Course Description:  Skills in correct and appropriate writing styles, research techniques, and manuscript preparation are developed.  Assignments include research papers, essays and portfolios of written work.
Course:  Honors Composition A and B 

Credit: ½, ½  

Prerequisite:  Grade 11, successful completion of American Literature, and teacher approval
Course Description:  Skills in correct and appropriate writing styles, research techniques, and manuscript preparation are developed.  Assignments include research papers, essays and portfolios of written work.

Course:  Advanced Composition

Credit:  ½ 

Prerequisite:  Grade 11, 12; successful completion of Composition A and B
Course Description:  Skills in correct and appropriate writing styles and manuscript preparation will continue to be developed, resulting in a collection of genre-based assignments. The class is highly recommended for college-bound students.

Course:  MCC ENGL100 (College Writing) / MCC ENGL250 (Creative Writing)   

Credit:  ½, ½, ½  (College Semester Credit) 

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of at least two semesters of college preparatory composition and required level of achievement on MME, PLAN, or PSAT 

Course Description:  In ENGL100, students learn how to write college level papers, make short oral presentations, and read short academic essays with comprehension.  In ENGL250 students practice creative expression in short story, essay, drama, and extended fiction.  ENGL100 is a prerequisite to ENGL250.  The courses are offered on days alternate to MCC HIST250 / MCC HIST251 during the same class period.

Fine Arts 

Course:  Art I A 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grades 9 - 12

Course Description:  Students are introduced to many of the different forms of art and the basic terminology of visual art.  Units include composition, perspective, color theory and drawing basics.  Emphasis is placed on understanding the elements and principles of design.  Students will use marker, pencil drawing, tempera paint, and clay.  

Course:  Art I B
Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Passing Grade in Art I A
Course Description:  Students will continue the study of the elements and principles of design with more in depth assignments such as printmaking, clay, painting, and sculpture.

Course:  Drawing

Credit: ½

Prerequisite:  C or better in Art I A and I B

Course Description:  Students will work on different techniques in drawing.  Using media such as pencil, charcoal, marker, color pencil, crayon, and ink.  Concepts emphasized are composition, value, texture, perspective and proportion.    

Course:  Painting    

Credit: ½

Prerequisite: C or better in Drawing

Course Description:  Painting involves tempera, watercolor, and acrylic on canvas, pastels and mixed media.  Subject matter includes still life, landscape, portrait, and working expressively with your imagination.

Course:  Sculpture

Credit: ½

Prerequisite:  C or better in Art I A and I B

Course Description:  Students explore three-dimensional art developing skills in both additive and subtractive sculpture.  Media will include clay, plaster, wire, foam and mixed media.  

Course:  Advanced Drawing

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  B or better in Drawing

Course Description:  Students must demonstrate an understanding of perspective, composition, value, and color through the use of media skills.  A high level of dedication is expected.  Students will work on advanced drawing techniques using pencil, charcoal, color pencil, and ink.

Course:  Advanced Painting

Credit: ½

Prerequisite:  B or better in Advanced Drawing

Course Description:  Students will work on advanced techniques in watercolor, acrylic, and mixed media.  Students must have a good understanding of perspective, proportion, color theory, and media skills. 

Course:  Advanced Sculpture

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  B or better in Sculpture

Course Description: Students will work on larger scale creating clay on the potters wheel, hand build clay pottery and sculpture.  Students will also work with wire, plaster, instant mache, found objects, and mixed media.

Course: Portfolio 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grade “B” or better in Advanced Drawing, Painting, and Sculpture

Course Description:  The course is intended for the serious art student considering a career in art.  Students will work independently on creating a portfolio for admission into a college art program.  Students must research which colleges they wish to apply to and what their portfolio requirements are in order to plan their work for the class. This course may be repeated for credit with teacher permission 

Course:  Band 

Credit:  ½ ½ ½

Prerequisite:  Band students are expected to have participated in junior high band, or at least have a reasonable                                                        amount of proficiency on their instruments; may be repeated for credit

Course Description:  Attendance at all band performances is required. The instrumental music department revolves, for the most part, around performance.  The band begins the year with a rather extensive marching season consisting of shows for home football games and competitive performances.  The concert season, which begins in November, involves concerts, District and State Band Festivals, Solo & Ensemble, and Pep Band.  Band may be repeated for credit.  Successful completion of at least three (3) marching seasons will fulfill the TCAHS physical education requirement. This course may be repeated for credit.
Course:  Stage Band 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Member of Band; pianists or guitarists; permission of instructor; may be repeated for credit

Course Description:  High ability instrumental music students present polished performances in various venues.  For Band students, Stage Band does not replace participation in concert band rehearsals and performances.  Members of Stage Band may be required to participate in evening performances.  This course may be repeated for credit.










Course:  Chorus 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grades 9 – 12; successful audition; permission of instructor; may be repeated for credit

Course Description:  Students develop vocal music skills.  Members of Chorus may be required to participate in performances that are scheduled for weekday evenings and weekends. This course may be repeated for credit.
Foreign Language

Course:  Spanish I A  

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grades 9 – 12; strong memory skills; thorough understanding of English grammar

Course Description:  Spanish I A is an introduction to the five components of language:  speaking, reading, writing, listening and culture.  Students will learn Spanish through TPRS (Teaching Proficiency through Reading and Storytelling). This is an articulated course.
Course:  Spanish I B

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Spanish I A

Course Description:  Spanish I B is a continuation of Spanish I A. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Spanish II A 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grade “C” or better in Spanish I A and I B

Course Description:  Students build on their skills in the five components of language.  They learn the past tense through TPRS. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Spanish II B

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Spanish II A

Course Description:  Spanish II B is a continuation of Spanish II A. Spanish 1 & II completed are articulated.
Course:  Spanish III A 

Credit: ½

Prerequisite:  Grade “B” or better in Spanish II A and II B 

Course Description:  Spanish III requires the use of the language in more functional ways.  Students write papers, read novels and use speaking skills extensively in class.  Emphasis is placed on continued language learning through TPRS. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Spanish III B

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Spanish III A

Course Description:  Continuation of Spanish III A. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Spanish IV A 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grade “B” or better in Spanish III A and III B 

Course Description:  Students are required to demonstrate exceptional proficiency in using the Spanish language.  Emphasis is placed on continued language learning through TPRS. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Spanish IV B

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Spanish IV A

Course Description:  Continuation of Spanish IV A. Spanish III & IV are articulated courses.
Course:  Spanish Language Outreach

Credit: ½

Prerequisite:  Spanish II completion or higher with a B average and good attendance

Course Description:  Students will travel to elementary schools in the Tri County School District and teach Spanish to elementary classes

Home Economics

Course:  Home Economics I A 

Credit:  ½ 

Prerequisite:  Grades 9 - 12

Course Description:  This course is the prerequisite for all other home economics classes involving cooking or sewing.  Most of the class time is spent on foods and clothing.  We learn about the basics of cooking and nutrition and cook simple things such as eggs, fruits, vegetables, cookies, dairy products, and beverages.  In the clothing portion of the class we learn about wardrobe planning, shopping, and beginning sewing.  We learn about fabrics, using patterns, how to use a sewing machine, and make a sewing project.

Course:  Home Economics I B

Credit: ½

Prerequisite: Home Economics I A

Course Description:  This course is a continuation of Home Economics I A.  We learn more in depth about nutrition, do more baking, and cook more difficult foods such as main dishes and desserts.  We will sew a more difficult sewing project and learn about clothing care.

Course:  Child Development

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grades 10 -12

Course Description:   In Child Development students study children from prenatal development to six years of age, including their physical, emotional, social and intellectual development.  The care, health, and safety of children are covered.  We also learn about the responsibilities of parenting.

Course: Foods & Nutrition   

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Successful completion both Home Economics I A and I B

Course Description:  Students build on the information learned in Home Economics I about foods and nutrition.  Many types of foods will be studied and prepared.  There is a greater emphasis on nutrition in this class..  We prepare and try a large variety of foods and most foods are more difficult to prepare.

Course: Sewing

Credit:
  ½

Prerequisite:  Home Economics I A and I B

Course Description:  In this course students will refine the sewing skills learned in Home Economics I A and I B.  They will sew more difficult and challenging projects. This course is only offered every other school year.
Industrial Arts - Technology 

Course:  Woods I 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grades 9 – 12; ability to work independently; ability to follow safety rules

Course Description:  Students will learn wood technology, tool and equipment identification, safety, the use of hand tools and power tools and equipment, basic joinery, wood finishing processes, and fasteners.  Students will build projects using the skills learned. 
Course:  Advanced Woods
Credit ½

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Woods I two times or teacher permission.
Course Description:  Students will learn more about wood technology and processes.  Students will strengthen skills learned through a variety of projects. This course may be repeated for credit with teacher permission.
Course:  Drafting I A   

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grades 9 – 12; ability to work independently

Course Description:  The student develops attitudes and techniques that are needed in drafting.  Skills using drafting equipment and materials, including CAD, are developed.  Students are introduced to geometric constructions, engineering lettering, sketching, pictorial drawings, shading techniques, orthographic projection, and dimensioning.

Course:  Drafting I B

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Drafting I A

Course Description:  Students will be introduced to sectional views, surface developments, auxiliary views, and architectural drafting.  Students will design, draw, build, and race a CO2 dragster.

Course:  Architectural Drafting A

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Drafting I A and B

Course Description:  Students learn to draw manually or on CAD a floor plan, foundation plan, wall section, fireplace section, and stair section. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Architectural Drafting B

Credit: ½

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Architectural Drafting A

Course Description:  Students will draw manually or on CAD elevations and a plot plan of their house from Architectural Drafting A.  Students will also build a model of their house from their plans drawn from Architectural Drafting A.  This is an articulated course.
Course:  Architectural Drafting C

Credit: ½

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Archetictural Drafting B

Course:  Mechanical Drafting B

Credit: ½

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Mechanical Drafting A

Course Description:  Students will choose from a variety of mechanical drafting drawings to draw manually or on CAD. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Mechanical Drafting C

Credit: ½

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Mechanical Drafting B

Course Description: Students will choose from a variety of mechanical drafting drawings to draw manually or on CAD. Completion of A, B, & C are articulated courses.
Course:  Advanced Mechanical or Architectural Drafting A-C

Credit: ½ per trimester

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Architectural or Mechanical Drafting A-C

Course Description: Students will choose from a variety of more advanced drawings to draw manually or on CAD. 
Mathematics

Course:  Math I A  

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grades 9 - 12

Course Description:  The course includes material that focuses on arithmetic operations, problem-solving techniques, estimation of answers, measurement skills, geometry, data handling, simple statistics and the use of algebraic formulas to solve problems.  Students solve problems in a variety of real world applications.  The emphasis of the class is to understand and apply math to the real world.

Course:  Math I B

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Math I A

Course Description:  The continuation of Math I A.  This course includes functions, polynomials, probability, and reasoning.  The emphasis of the class it to understand and apply math to the real world. 

Course:  Math II A    

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Math I or Algebra I

Course Description:  This course will build upon and reinforce the skills that were developed in Math I.  There will be an introduction to systems of equations, functions, and geometric proofs.   

Course:  Math II B

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Math II A

Course Description:  It is the continuation of Math II A.  The course will include probability and statistics, quadratic and polynomial functions.

Course:  Math III A

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Math II, Geometry, or Algebra II

Course Description:  This course will build upon and reinforce the skills that were developed in Math II.  Matrix multiplication and operations will be introduced.

Course:  Math III B

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Math III A

Course Description:  The continuation of Math III A will include reinforcement of the skills developed throughout the student’s math career.  Upon completion of Math III, a student will have the equivalent of Algebra I and Geometry.

Course:  Math IV A

Credit:  ½
Prerequisite: Math III or Geometry

Course Description:  Math IV is the study of the more advanced topics in mathematics.  This course will cover variation, linear relations, matrices, systems of equations, and quadratic equations.  Successful completion of Math IV A & B will fulfill the Algebra II requirement for graduation.
Course:  Math IV B

Credit:  ½
Prerequisite: Math IV A

Course Description:  Math IV B will continue with the study of functions, powers, roots, and exponents.  The course will finish with an introduction to trigonometry and polynomials. Successful completion of Math IV A & B will fulfill the Algebra II requirement for graduation.
Course:  Algebra I A  

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grades 9 - 12











Course Description:  This course covers the basic tools of Algebra.  The main focus is on solving and graphing equations.

Course:  Algebra I B

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Algebra I A

Course Description:  This course builds on material covered in Algebra I A.  Polynomials, functions, and radical expressions are covered during this course.

Course:  Geometry A 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Algebra I

Course Description:  Geometry is introduction to deductive thinking and its application to the real world.  Geometry A consists of the study of the properties of shapes and objects.  Skills that are necessary for Geometry are good spatial insight, and a good knowledge of algebra.

Course:  Geometry B

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Geometry A

Course Description:  Geometry B consists of the mathematical application of the properties from Geometry A.  

Course:  Algebra II A   

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Geometry or Math III

Course Description:  Algebra II is the study of the more advanced topics in mathematics.  This course will cover variation, linear relations, matrices, systems of equations, and quadratic equations.  Algebra II is required for admission to four-year colleges. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Algebra II B

Credit:  ½
Prerequisite: Algebra II A

Course Description:  Algebra II B will continue with the study of functions, powers, roots, and exponents.  The course will finish with an introduction to trigonometry and polynomials. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Trigonometry
Prerequisite:  Algebra II
Credits: ½

Course Description:  Trigonometric functions, triangle trigonometry, advanced graphs, addition formulas, vectors, and determinants.

Course:  Precalculus A

Prerequisite:  Trigonometry  

Credits:  ½

Course Description:  Sequence and series, statistics, probability, coordinate geometry, polynomials, and inequalities.

Course:  Pre Calculus B

Prerequisite:  Precalculus A

Credits: ½

Course Description:  Functions, exponents, logarithms, polar coordinates, complex numbers, conic sections, and introduction to calculus.  Pre calculus A and B are 5.0 classes.

Course: Statistics

Prerequisite:  Grade 11 or 12
Credits: ½ 

Course Description:  This class will cover topics including an introduction to statistical vocabulary and its relation to research, frequency distributions and graphs, measures of central tendency, variation and position, probability and counting rules, scatter plots, and correlation. Students will also be introduced to using Excel to determine statistical information. This course also includes some ACT math review.
Course:  MCC MATH250 / MCC MATH251 (Calculus and Analytic Geometry)   

Credit:  ½, ½ , ½   (College Semester Courses) 

Prerequisite:  Pre Calculus Mathematics and required level of achievement on MME, PLAN, or PSAT

Course Description:  MATH250 covers functions, limits, continuity, differentiation, definite integrals, the Fundamental Theorem of Calculus, and applications of the derivative.  A graphing calculator is required.  MATH251 covers antiderivatives, definite integral applications, integration techniques, improper integrals, sequences and series, and differential equations. Normally, the courses are paired.  MCC MATH250 and MCC MATH251 are offered days alternate to MCC CHEM220 and MCC CHEM221 during the same class period.

Course Description:  Course content centers around school and community job placement.  Employability skills are practiced by means of role-play, mock interviews, and hands-on training.  Students develop a resume’.  Community resources for help with employment and living skills are investigated. 

Peer Tutor
Course:  Peer Tutor 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grade 11, 12; permission of special education faculty

Course Description:  Under the supervision of special education faculty, peer tutors support/tutor special education students in the Study Laboratory.  They will assist students by reading tests aloud.  They will read stories and other course material aloud as needed.  Peer tutors must be positive student role models.

Physical Education 

Course:  Physical Education I Weight Training  

Credit:  ½ 

Prerequisite:  Required Grade 9   

Course Description:  Students concentrate on building muscle mass and aerobic capacity. Grading is based on attendance, deportment and participation.  Physical Education I is normally paired with Health 9.  With prior approval from the high school principal, the physical education requirement may be fulfilled by successful completion of at least three (3) seasons of marching band.

Course Description:  Students explore procedures and information necessary for a healthy lifestyle. Course:  Physical Education 10-12 Sports 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of PE I Sports or Weight Training

Course Description:  Students increase their skill level in individual and team sports to which they were introduced in Physical Education 9.  Students repeating the course may be arbitrarily dropped at the beginning of either semester.   This course can be repeated for credit

Course:  Physical Education 10-12 Weight Training 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of PE I Sports or Weight Training

Course Description:  Students increase their strength and aerobic capacity by means of vigorous exercise.    Students repeating the course may be arbitrarily dropped at the beginning of either semester. This course may be repeated for credit.
Science

Course:  Physical Science A
Credit:
 ½   

Prerequisite:  Required grade 9

Course Description: Students will learn about the periodic table, types of bonding, the structure of the atom, and some basic chemical reactions.  The scientific method, metric system, use of significant figures, and exponents are also introduced.   

Course:  Earth Science 

Credit:  ½ 

Prerequisite:  Required grade 9

Course Description:  Students are introduced to scientific inquiry.  They will study the earth systems, composition and dynamics of earth, water, the earth in space and time.

Course:  Physical Science B
Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Required grade 10
Course Description:  Students will be introduced to motion of objects, forces and motion, forms of energy, and energy transformations. 

Course:  Introduction Biology 
Credit:  ½
Prerequisite:  Required grade 9
Course Description: Biology topics could include cell differentiation, homeostasis, cell specialization, living organism composition, cell division, and cell regulation. Other biological aspects will be investigated if time permits. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Molecular Biology 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Required grade 10
Course Description:  Biology topics could include transformation of matter and energy in cells, organic molecules, proteins, energy transfer, cell regulation, photosynthesis and respiration, elemental recombination, genetics and inherited traits, DNA, RNA and protein synthesis, genetic variation, recombinant DNA. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Capstone Biology 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Required grade 10

Course Description:  The biology capstone class will bring together the ideas studied in Introductory & Molecular Biology, Earth Science, Introductory Chemistry and Introductory Physics courses and bring them together to study biological topics which include maintaining environmental stability, element recombination, changes in ecosystems, human impact, populations, environmental factors, Darwin’s theory of evolution, evolutionary evidence, natural selection and origin of life studies.  Intro, Molecular, & Capstone Biology completion is articulated.
Course:  Anatomy/Physiology A 

Credit:  ½ 

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Molecular Biology 

Course Description:  This course is designed as the first part of the Anatomy and Physiology course.  Anatomy will focus on all systems and parts of the body and their orientation.  The physiology component will focus on the functions of the anatomical parts.  Normally, anatomy and physiology will be instructed concurrently.  Student are encourage to follow up Anatomy/Physiology A with Anatomy/Physiology B. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Anatomy/Physiology B

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Anatomy/Physiology B

Course Description:  This course is designed as a second part of the Anatomy and Physiology course.  Anatomy will focus on all systems and parts of the body and their orientation.  The physiology component will focus on the functions of the anatomical parts.  Normally, anatomy and physiology will be instructed concurrently.  This course should be taken as a continuation of Anatomy/Physiology A.  This is an articulated course.
Course:  Chemistry A 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Algebra II

Course Description:  Chemistry is the study of the composition of matter.  In this course you will study topics such as atomic structure, stoichiometrics, electron configuration, quantum numbers, Periodic Table, chemical bonding, solutions, acids, bases, salts, chemical equilibrium and oxidation-reduction.  Many laboratory experiments will be used to reinforce the principles being studied.  This subject involves the extensive use of algebraic mathematics. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Chemistry B

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Chemistry A

Course Description:  This course is a continuation of Chemistry A. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Physics A 

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Algebra II and Chemistry A 

Course Description:  Physics is an introductory course for college physical science.  Its contents include matter, energy, force, work, light, sound, and electricity.  The course requires proficiency in Algebra II mathematics.  This is an articulated course.
Course: Physics B
Credit: ½

Prerequisite:  Physics A

Course Description: This course is a continuation of Physics A. This is an articulated course.
Course:  MCC CHEM220 / MCC CHEM221 (College Chemistry I / College Chemistry II)   

Credit:  ½, ½, ½  (College Semester Courses) 


Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Chemistry A and B

Course Description:  Students learn the fundamental principles, laws and theories of general chemistry, including nomenclature, chemical reactions and solution stoichiometry, gas laws, thermo chemistry, atomic structure, periodicity, and chemical bonding. Course:  World History & Geography >1500 B
Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Required grade 9
Course Description:  1500 through the age of industrialization.  It will include studies of Renaissance and reformation; conquer of the New World, the age of Revolution, and the Rise and fall of the Ottoman Empire

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite: Required grade 10

Course Description: Government is the study of the Constitution of the United States and its application in today’s world.

Course:  World Geography

Course Description:  American History is a survey of the development of the United States from the time of the Industrial Revolution to WWII. Attention is given to the Gilded Age, Western Expansion, The Golden 20’s, and the Great Depression.  This is an articulated course.
Course:  American History > 1940 (B)

Credit: ½ 

Prerequisite:  Required grade 11

Course Description:  American History B is a survey of the development of the United States from WWII to present day.  Attention is given to World War II, the 1950’s, Vietnam War, Civil Rights, and current topics. This is an articulated course.
Course:  Practical Economics

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grade 12 

Course Description:  In Practical Economics, students conduct a comprehensive study of real world economics.  Topics include getting and keeping a job, budgeting, checking accounts, use of credit, buying a car, buying a house, and virtually everything else about personal money management and use of credit.  

Course:  Sociology

Credit:  ½

Prerequisite:  Grade 12 or Grade 11 (with teacher permission) and Strong reading ability

Course Description:   In Sociology, students look at the many ways in which the group shapes the individual.  The course is designed to prepare the student for college sociology.  In addition, the class gives the student the insight into his/her own behavior.  Students do socio-drama, learn sociological concepts, read and discuss several books, and survey some social problems. This is an articulated course.
Course: Psychology   

Credit:  ½ 

Prerequisite:  Grade 12 or Grade 11 (with teacher permission) and Strong reading ability

Course Description:  Psychology is the study of human behavior.  The class is designed to give the student a solid background in general psychology as a basis for taking college psychology.  Students study mental health.  The student is exposed to some psychological knowledge that can contribute to the productivity, happiness, and social effectiveness of any person. This is an articulated course.
Course:  MCC HIST250 / MCC HIST251 (American History <1865 / American History >1865)

Credit:  ½, ½ , ½  (College Semester Courses) 

Prerequisite:  Grade 11 or 12; required level of achievement on MME, PLAN, or PSAT

Course Description:  In HIST250, students explore the history of the North American continent from before domination by Europeans to the United States Civil War.  In HIST251, students investigate the development of the United States from the Civil War to the present.  Emphasis is placed on social history including conflicts between individualism and collectivism, social classes, and racial and ethnic dynamics.  The courses are offered on days alternate to MCC ENGL100 / MCC ENGL250 during the same class period.  

Virtual High School

Course:  Nova Net Elective 

Credit:  ½ credit

Prerequisite:  Permission of Counselor

Course Description:  Students complete course work using an Internet based program. 

Course: Michigan Virtual High School Elective

Credit: ½ credit

Prerequisite:  Permission of Counselor

Course Description:  Students complete course work using an Internet based program

Work Based Learning

Course:  School - To - Work 

Credit:  Grade 10 maximum 1/5 hours (1.5 credits / year); Grade 11, 12, maximum 2/5 hours (3 credits / year)

Prerequisite:  Valid driver license; registered vehicle; permission of career preparation coordinator; job placement related to documented career goals.
Course Description:  Students gain on-the-job work experience in preparation for a career for which they have a documented interest. This course may be repeated for credit
