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STANLEY AND BLANCHE ASH SCHOLARSHIP
Greenville Area Community Foundation

The Stanley and Blanche Ash Education Fund is an endowed fund established for the purpose of providing financial assistance to college-bound youth residing within the school districts of Montcalm County and Belding.  Scholarships awarded from this fund are renewable up to 8 consecutive semesters/terms.
SCHOLARSHIP ELIGIBILITY AND SELECTION CRITERIA

The Greenville Area Community Foundation Scholarship Selection Committee (the “Committee”) will award scholarships for post-secondary educational expenses based on the following eligibility and criteria:
ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

· Must be a Belding, Carson City-Crystal, Central Montcalm, Greenville, Lakeview, Montabella, Tri County or Vestaburg schools graduating senior in good standing planning to attend a college or university on a full-time basis in the fall following graduation.
SELECTION CRITERIA

The following criteria will be taken into consideration during the selection process:

· The prior academic performance of the applicant;

· Conclusions which the Committee draws from the applicant’s written application as to the individual’s motivation, character, ability, and potential.

· No preference will be given by the Committee to applicants who pursue or intend to pursue any particular course of study.

· Recommendations from the applicant’s teachers, instructors or coaches.
· Financial need.
AWARD AMOUNT

· The maximum Scholarship awarded by the Committee to an individual applicant for attendance at a community college other than Montcalm Community College (Montcalm Community College students must apply directly to MCC) for any semester or term will be $750. The maximum cumulative dollar amount awarded to any applicant for a community college (other than MCC) will be $6,000.00. The maximum award is applicable to all applicants who are enrolled as full-time students.
· The maximum Scholarship awarded by the Committee to an individual applicant for attendance at any four-year college or any other institution of higher education for any semester or term will be $1,000. The maximum cumulative dollar amount awarded to any applicant for a four-year college will be $8,000.00.  The maximum award is applicable to all applicants who are enrolled as full-time students.   

STANDARDS FOR SCHOLARSHIP RENEWALS
1. Renewals of Scholarships will be granted by the Foundation in accordance with the following criteria:

a. Scholarships are granted for single semesters or terms only.  Renewals may be awarded for any subsequent semester or term based on the award limits stated above.
b. Scholarship recipients must maintain at least a C+ average (2.5 or better) on all college classes;
c. In order to renew a Scholarship, the applicant must maintain satisfactory behavior while in school in the judgment of the Foundation;

d. In order to renew a Scholarship, an applicant must present a copy of his or her grades from the previous term or semester, as well as a course listing for the upcoming semester or term to the Foundation; 

e. Scholarships will only be awarded in proportion to full-time status (12 credits). Class loads less then full time will receive a scholarship payment in proportion to12 credits.  In no event will a scholarship be paid for less than 6 credits;

f. Scholarships have a maximum life of 4 years or 8 consecutive semesters or terms from the date of first payment;

g. The Greenville Area Community Foundation has the right and authority to revoke and/or approve exceptions to this Scholarship Policy. 
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
